All New Frontier Structures are constructed with Structural Insulated Panels (SIPSs).
Joining high performance rigid foam insulation to oriented strand board (OSB) produces
a remarkable engineered building component. The result is a building product that is
predictable, resource efficient and cost effective. SIPs can be used as walls, floors and
roofs, with installation times far below typical construction methods.

SIP buildings are stronger, cleaner, quieter, tighter and vastly more energy efficient than
older technology systems like traditional stud framing with fiberglass insulation. For
instance, fiberglass is sometimes used for furnace air filters because the air moves so
freely through it. On the other hand, rigid insulation is used in the refrigeration industry
for its inherent energy efficiency and lack of air movement. These attributes are built
right into our SIP buildings. This engineered joining of rigid insulation and OSB also
improves overall structural integrity. Not only do test results show these panels are
stronger, but real life natural disasters have proven it time and time again. One example,
a SIP resort project in Taiwan, survived 175 mph winds in September 2000 with zero
structural damage.

New Frontier Structures provides an Energy Star rated, GREEN building system:
-Up to 70% less raw timber used in a full SIP building.

-Lower heating and cooling bills translate to lower energy consumption.

-Use of fast growing harvested farm trees rather than old growth forests.
